Background Passage: Romans 1:18-3:26

Biblical Truth: Mankind stands guilty before God, as His wrath is being revealed, and Christ is God’s way for mankind to be justified

Life Goal: Live lives of gratitude for the way that God’s righteousness has been granted to us.

II. Lesson
a. Unrighteousness of Mankind

i. The Gentiles (1:18-32)

1. Wrath of God – settled, determined indignation, not momentary, emotional, and often uncontrolled anger. (MacArthur)
2. Being revealed – constantly throughout creation
3. Suppress the truth 
4. Men are without excuse
a. God is evident
b. Attributes are evident
i. Eternal Power
ii. Divine Nature
5. God gave them over
a. In the lusts of their hearts
b. To degrading passions
c. To a depraved mind
ii. The Jews (2:1-3:8)

1. God’s Righteous Judgment (2:1-16)

a. Judgment passed by man condemns that man
b. Condemnation referred was not a “sane appraisal of character based on conduct but a hypocritical and self-righteous condemnation of the other person.” (Mounce)
c. David and Nathan
d. This is not being made right with God, but God judging the reality of our faith.
e. Do the Word
2. Authentic Jewishness Is Inward (2:17-29)

a. Knowing the Law and agreeing with the Law is not the point.
b. “Jewishness” depended on doing the Law.
c. Circumcision of the body did not make one a Jew, but circumcision of the Heart.
3. The Faithfulness of God (3:1-8)

a. Jews are still special in God’s eyes.
b. Our unrighteousness does not bring God’s righteousness, God is righteous.
c. We are condemned!
iii. All Mankind (3:9-20)

1. God seeks man, man never will seek God.
a. Maybe religious experience, but not God.
b. All are condemned and cannot stand before God on his own merit.
b. Righteousness of God provided (3:21-26)
