Background Passage: Romans 10

Biblical Truth: Israel’s rejection of God reveals God’s graciousness and sovereignty. 

Life Goal: We should be thankful that God is Sovereign and Gracious.

Israel’s Rejection (MacArthur)

I. Ignorance of the Person of God (1-3)

a. Prayer for Israel (1)

i. Paul wanted them to know.

ii. Only God knows his elective choice so we must work.

b. Ignorant Zeal of Israel (2)

i. Phil. 3:5-6

ii. Zealous for the wrong thing.

c. Ignorant Unrighteousness of Israel (3)

i. Didn’t need a Messiah to save, but to deliver.

ii. Law was brought to an end so that righteousness is available to all who believe.

II. Ignorance of the Provisions of Christ (4-10)

d. The Provisions of Christ (4a)

i. Rom 9:30-33

ii. A holy God abhors ALL sin.

e. The Place of Faith (4b-10)

i. All who believe (4b)

ii. Three truths

1. The person pursuing salvation through the Law will be judged on the basis of that effort

2. It is impossible to keep the Law

3. Inevitable failure of works-righteousness results in damnation

iii. Righteousness by faith

1. Adventures to bring Christ down from heaven or up from the grave are not needed.

2. Deuteronomy 30:12-13; Psalm 107:26

a. Moses told the people that they did not have to climb up to heaven or cross the sea to discover the will of God.

b. Paul applies the message to salvation

3. Confess your mouth

a. Jesus is LORD (YHWH)

b. Supreme Lordship of Christ

4. Believe in your heart

a. Resurrection

b. Identifying ourselves with the One who provides righteousness

III. Ignorance of Salvation and Scripture

f. Parameters of Salvation (11-18)

i. Jews and Gentiles

ii. “God’s sovereign choice of every person who is saved is, in His infinite mind, perfectly consistent with His promise the whoever believes in Him will not be disappointed.”

g. Predictions of Scripture

i. God was not surprised by Israel’s failure.

ii. God waited patiently for Israel.
