Background Passage: Romans 6:1-23

Biblical Truth: Christians are slaves to God, not slaves to sin.

Life Goal: We need to serve God, not sin.

II. New Life

a. Dead to Sin (1-7)

i. Question on verse 1 come from Rom. 5:20

ii.  Answer NO!!!!!

1. “Death Separates. Seath to sin removes the believer from the control of sin… The text doews not say that sin dies to the believer; it is the believer who has died to sin.” (Mounce)

2. Baptism symbolizes death to old life (SIN), and life in Christ.

3. “We were crucified in order that our sinful nature might be tripped of its power… Death fulfills the demands of sin. But death opens the way for resurrection.” (Mounce)

b. Alive to God (8-14)

i. Repetition to help truth sink in – We are dead to sin.

ii. The resurrection defeated death.  We have eternal life and sin and death have been defeated. 

iii. “In the same way,” … just Christ, so us.

iv. “Sanctification separated from justification encourages legalism, while sanctification fused with justification assumes that God will do it all.  The imperative challenges us to become what we are. In Christ we have died to sin and are alive to God. So we should base our daily lives on the truth and live out our days from that perspective. It follows, then, that we are no longer to allow sin to reign in our mortal bodies.” (Mounce)

III. New Master

a. Was Sin, Now God

i. “Freedom is not the exercise of unlimited spontaneity. It means to be set free from the bondage of sin in order to live in a way that reflects the nature and character of God.” (Mounce) (15)

ii. We will serve someone. (15-18)

iii. Slaves of sin reap shame and death.

iv. Slaves of righteousness reap holiness and life.

b. Wages vs. Gift

i. “Sinners earn what they receive.” (Mounce)

ii. Believers receive a gift (life).
