a. We are Free from the Law (1-6)

i. Example of Marriage

ii.  We have died to the law

iii. We are free to belong to Christ

1. We may bear fruit for God

2. We may serve in the new way of the Spirit

b. We Know What Sin Is (7-12)

i. The Law is not sin, but it defines sin. 

ii. Sin exists without the Law, but is cannot be designated as sin.

iii. Sin used the law to convict, but the Law is good.

iv. Sin deceived us as “rebels” (Chapter 5) because we hate any authority by nature.

c. We Struggle with Sin (13-20)
i. Was Paul talking about Christians or Non-Christians?


1. Christians have victory over sin! (Argument for non Christian)

2. This is Sanctification (Argument for Christian)

ii. Christians do have victory over sin, but there is still a war raging.   We have to learn to overcome.

d. We Have Victory over Sin (21-25)
i. Paul’s desperation leads him to one place – Christ!

ii. Paul wants to overcome sin, but knows he can’t so he needs help.

iii. He acknowledges in verse 25 that it is through Christ that we are able to overcome.

iv. He is setting up for Romans 8.
