II. Living in the Spirit
a. New Law (1-11)
i. We are not condemned b/c we live in a New Law.
1. Law of the Spirit of life
2. Free from the Law of sin and death
ii. Both Laws are at work in our lives.
iii. Our sin nature undermines our efforts to overcome sin.
iv. Christ’s mission was to put an end to sin. He met the demands of the Law for us.
v. 2 Ways of living
1. According to our sin nature
2. According to the Spirit
vi. Old nature is antagonistic to God
vii. The Spirit is the believer’s guarantee to life.

b. New Family (12-27)
i. “Who is a child of God? While doctrinal correctness is important, no amount of theological acuity can substitute for the guiding presence of the Spirit.” (Mounce)
ii. Slavery  vs. Sonship (15)
iii. Adoption
iv. Encouragement
1. The glory that will be revealed (18-25)
2. The help of the Holy Spirit (26-27)
3. The fact that all things work together for good (28-30)

c. New Certainty (28-39)
i. Emphasis on Relationship
ii. 5 Verbs
1. Foreknow – knowing beforehand
2. Predestined – to determine beforehand
a. “In the present context, predestination is not concerned with election to salvation. Rather, God has foreordained the believers be brought into ‘moral conformity to the likeness of his Son.’ What is predestined is that we become like Christ.” (Mounce)
b. We can’t totally understand how these work together, but we can rest assured in the fact that if God picked us, no one can take us away.
3. Called
4. Justified – being made right with God
5. Glorified – So certain that Paul can talk about in past tense
iii. NOTHING can separate us from Christ.
